e [Foumeling of the lLong Lalke Hounas

The year 2008 marks the 49th season for the
Long Lake Hounds. The hunt was registered
with the parent organization, Masters of Fox-
hounds of America (MFHA), in 1959. A new
hunt has to earn its status by proving itself
during the period of registration. The hunt is
subjected to scrutiny, visits from the Great
Plains district representative and reports from
visitors. When the results are tabulated, the
hunt is given recognized status.
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Author, Jt. MFH Cindy Piper, and LLH Huntsman,
Jr. Lehman. MFH Piper was the “fox of the day”
when this photo was taken.

LLH achieved recognized status within one
year, therefore in all subsequent references,
1959 is published as the founding date.

What are some of the historical highlights in
the past 49 years?

The first ten years of LLH saw the hounds
kenneled at John and Martha Daniels’ home
on their property in St. Paul, located in an
area called Gem Lake, just off Highway 61
between St. Paul and White Bear Lake. None
of the freeways existed at that time, so kennel
man, Mr. Dick Cheska, drove well over an
hour to deliver hounds, horses, and Mrs.
Daniels, whipper-in, in the Daniel's horse van
to the fixture site in the western Minneapolis

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suburb of Wayzata/Long Lake. Hunts were
held Saturday mornings and Wednesday af-
ternoons from Labor Day to Thanksgiving.
On Wednesdays, huntsman and MFH Daniels
would leave his office at Archer Daniels Mid-
land and meet the van at the fixture.

The other Master (MFH) of Long Lake was
Mr. Stuart Wells, who at that time was presi-
dent of the family owned Dayton Co., head-
quartered in Minneapolis. Wells was in
charge of the country, landowners and fences.
He lived on Spring Hill Road, on property
now occupied by Spring Hill Golf
Course. He enlisted the neighborhood |
in paneling the country with fences, |
aided by a local retired farmer to mow
the trails and clip branches. The pro- &
gram distributed at our Colors Dinner [%
lists that in 1959, forty people were |
given their colors. Three of them have [§
relatives hunting today. Lyman Wake- [
field's daughter and grand daughter,
Louise Otten and Gretchen Piper; Mr.

longed to Leon and Mary Warner, Warner
was Chairman/CEQ of Warner's Hardware.
They owned a large 200+ acre parcel called
Tally Ho Farms. Their caretaker, Mr. Dressel,
lived in the red house. The Warners’ horses
lived in the red barn while the Warners them-
selves lived on Lake Minnetonka. The 1950's
version of Pony Club centered on the Warner
farm because members and their children
owned the surrounding properties. And to the
west, located where Bill and Diane Nunn's
Skyrock Farm sits, was a boarding facility
owned by George and Christine Piper (Cindy
Piper's husband Tad's cousin). Christine Piper

and Caroline, have graced our fields in
various years. Wakefield's stepson is

Master Jerry Brost. During the following
year, 1960, sixteen more color members were
added.

The hunting country used during the formal
season, started on what was Highway 12
(now Wayzata Boulevard) at Wayzata Coun-
try Club and went west to Orono 87 (now
Willow Drive). It stretched north to County
Road 24. They hunted property on Hunter
Drive/Mooney Lake where current member
Kimberly Carlson lives. The red farm house
and bagn located on the west side of Hunter
Drive between County Roads 6 and 24 be-

had come from England as a young woman
to teach riding lessons to members of the
Woodhill Country Club. Woodhill had a sta-
bles and pastures and was the place the
founding members boarded in order to be
close to hunting. There was a trail across
Highway 12 near the Wayzata Country Club
and riders hacked down Old Long Lake Road
to an area called the Pump House to meet the
hunt. The actual pump house building is still
located on the southern most end of Long
Lake. The surrounding property was owned
by Crosbys, Wells, Daytons and Cowles.

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By crossing County Road 6, members
Steiner, Poole, Warner, Fellows, Pierson
(now Von Bluecher) increased the number of
sections available upon which to hunt.

Why a drag hunt vs a live hunt? | have
been told several reasons.

The first is because in the beginning many of
these properties were dairy farms. Farmers
milking cows hate to have their cows dis-
turbed by hounds and horses galloping on
their property. A milking cow is supposed to
graze and then settle, chew cud and make
milk. Upset cows don't produce the volume
of milk needed to pay bills. Therefore by
placing a scent in specific places, the route
could be controlled to avoid causing havoc
with the dairy farmers.

The second reason | heard when I came (in
1966) was that the two masters were busi-
ness people who had tight executive sched-
ules. They were able to partake in their pas-
sion if the time frame was controlled to spe-
cific hours. Hunts were 9:00 a.m. to noon on
Saturdays and 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. on
weekdays. Live hunting would have been
hard to control into that time frame.

Mrs. Daniels had grown up in Camden,
South Carolina, and after she married John,
who was a St. Paul native, they started the
Camden Hunt on her family's plantation,
Mulberry. The Camden Hunt was a drag hunt
thus they brought that experience back north,
when John returned to the family business.
As an aside, John Daniels relocated to
Mewequa, Illinois, in 1969 and founded a
hunt there. When he died, the notice men-
tioned that he had founded three hunts in his
lifetime.

More to come on historical stories of hunting
in Minnesota which goes back to the 1870's.
Stay tuned. o,

Chi Ghi’s Crop Falters After Saturday’s Foxhunt]

Being a whipper-in is the greatest thing I’ve
ever been a part of in the Long Lake Hounds
foxhunt. It often consists of thrilling gallops
through forbidden fields, serene moments
gazing upon the countryside, exhilarating
horseman-to-hound moments, and of course,
for a newbie such as myself, the occasional
line consisting of the view of our huntsman
Jr. Lehman and his horse Manny’s behinds.
A recent hunt tends to come to mind when |
think of the subject—the Saturday, Septem-
ber 13™ hunt, where we were off at Thies’.
I’ve already forgotten which line it was, but
I’m sure anyone who was mounted that day
would remember it if I mentioned the word
“cornfield.” It was Chi Chi Stiener’s corn, to
be exact, and it was treacherous. Lisa Foster
and Gina Hoops, the only other whips that
day, had ridden off in another direction to
meet us (and/or the hounds) at the next
check, and I followed our huntsman’s word
as Jr. called out behind him for me to come
hither. | dutifully tagged along a stride be-
hind him and Manny, and it was when we en-
tered the side of the cornfield that we knew
the hounds were scattered about inside of it.
We followed the supposed line along the side
of the corn and coming around a corner we
reached our first obstacle (not counting all of
those duck-worthy branches beforehand). A
fairly clean, medium-sized log was lying
right in our path. Although it was kind of at
an angle, | knew we both wouldn’t have hesi-
tated to go over instead of around had it not
snuck up on us like it did, but Manny’s smart,
draft-like brain saw a neat trail leading
around in and out of the corn and he took a
sharp right. Well, 1 could tell Tully was sur-
prised &s anyone would have been to have

ing in front of you, but he (dutifully, like me)
followed Manny’s oversized Oreo-colored
booty.

| believe it was around this time that we had
managed to attract the majority of the pack,
whom, without the hesitation of more than
thirty seconds, managed to run ahead on the
line and leave us in the dust in that monstrous
corn. As we flew around corners, ducking,
dodging, and thinking, “If there is only one

out, “On your right!” By this time we were
going slow enough that | had a chance to
glance up and around our future path and no-
ticed an enormous hole/ditch—steep, a little
slick, and a good four feet down the first
part—on the left. As | managed to maneuver
beside it without falling to the Underworld, |
stuttered out, “Right?” (along with a smile, of
course). By this time Manny was back to his
big trot and | only had a second to contem-
plate whether Jr. had meant the hole was on
the right or that | should ride on the right (I
never figured it out, but it did manage to re-
mind to me to stay a little more conscious of
where | was riding in the future).

As we continued trotting along our tricky
trail, Tully got another surprise as Manny
seamlessly moved sideways three rows of
corn, as if it were a game of Frogger or
something. What’s left in front of us is a se-
ries of low-hanging branches, sticks, and
other assortments of related goodies, which,
alone, 1 would have carelessly flown through/
under (preferably under, but one can never
tell). But, little did I know, the course of
Player One in this game of Frogger deter-
mines the course of Player Two, so | was the
second horse and rider to take out a few rows
of corn in that particular section. Once
around the branches, Manny slides his way
back onto the trail as if nothing had ever hap-
pened. | saw that you sneaky boy, you.

So, still in a mix of our furious trot and some
canter around the edges of the Stiener corn-
field, we continue in determination on our
mission to (eventually and hopefully) meet
the hounds at the next check. As Jr. and
Manny lead on, breaking into a canter, | get
that amusing view that | mentioned earlier.
Although we’re on the very left and outer-
edge of the corn, | can’t help but to notice
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The other end of the Oreo-colored booty of Manny.

Jr.’s right foot and stirrup to be suddenly
traveling over one row of corn to the right.
Even though it’s a familiar scene to me (I
mean, come on, who hasn’t honestly experi-
enced this?), | couldn’t help but burst out in
laughter at the sight. Luckily, my giggles
were drowned out by the loud sound of corn
being demolished, which continued on for
maybe the next fifty feet or so.

Riding up to that check, I will always re-
member smiling, and though it was mainly
due to my love of the experience as a whip, |
will secretly know that there are other rea-
sons as well.
